Teaching: Dr. Langa's teaching is directed towards residents, fellows, and junior faculty. He is an
accomplished teacher, particularly in health sciences and health policy research. He has received very
positive comments on his teaching performance from the junior faculty and residents in letters and in
the teaching evaluations. Dr. Langa has been a guest speaker in a number of courses in the
Department of Health Management and Policy and is currently serving on the dissertation committee
tor a doctoral student in Health Management and Policy. With his strong interests in long-term care
policy and other public policy issues related to aging, Dr. Langa fits well with the interests of many
faculty and students in the Department of Health Management and Policy.

Research: Dr. Langa's research is in the area of the economics of aging and the costs of chronic
disease i older adults, with a focus on Alzheimer's disease and other dementias and on long-term
care. He has received several highly competitive grants to support his research. Since joining the
faculty at the University of Michigan, he has been the principal or co-principal investigator for 16
different grants with total costs of more than $2 million. Dr. Langa has taken on increasingly
significant responsibilities on the large-scale UM-based Health and Retirement Study {HRS), on
which he has been collaborating since 1998. The HRS is a nationally representative longitudinal study
0f 22,000 US adults that has been continuously funded by the national Institute on Aging since 1990,
He has published 47 articles in peer-reviewed journals, including the New England Journal of
Medicine, JAMA, Journal of the American Geriatrics Association, Jowrnal of Gerontology, and the
Journal of General Internal Medicine. His published research on the impact of chronic disease on the
amount of time that families spend providing unpaid care to elderly individuals has been widely cited
in the health services research literature, as well as the lay press. In addition, this research has had an
impact at the national public policy level in that he was invited to present it to the National Advisory
Council on Aging at the National Institutes of Health in 2003, and to the United States House of
Representatives in 2004. He has also completed research that has informed the clinical treatment of
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older adults. Dr. Langa has made major contributions to the health services and health policy
literature regarding dementia and chronic conditions among older Americans.

Service: Dr. Langa has been the co-director of the UM Patient Safety Enhancement Program (PSEP)
since 2001. In this administrative capacity, he has worked with Dr, Sanjay Saint (director of the
PSEP) to improve the quality of patient care by conducting research that focuses on methods of
avoiding or preventing adverse patient outcomes or injuries that stem from the processes of healthcare.
He has also been the co-director of the UM Collaborative Center for Research and Education in the
Care of Older Adults since 2003. Dr. Langa sees his own general medicine clinic patients one half-
day per week in the Ambulatory Care Clinic at the Ann Arbor VA Medical Center. Tn his most recent
annual review from the VA, he received the highest possible ranking of "outstanding" for his overall
clinic competence.
