Summary of Evaluation 
Teaching: Professor Cordova taught a number of courses in the MSW program. He has taught 
sections of SW 618: Research-Informed Practices to Prevent Substance Abuse in Racial and 
Ethnic Minority Adolescents, SW 615: Drugs, Society and Human Behavior, two different mini­
courses on advanced interpersonal practice and a number of independent studies. His mini­
course topics include two advanced topics courses: "Working with Latino Families" and 
"Working with Transitional Age Youth." His average course evaluations are strongly positive. 
His scores on key items in student evaluations have been uniformly 4.0 and over. Comments 
from students reflect his thoughtful and considered approach towards his teaching. 

Professor Cordova also taught in the University of Michigan School of Social Work's Joint 
Doctoral Program in Social Work and Social Science. He has taught one section of SW 838: 
Strategies and Issues for Community-Based Research, an important doctoral elective course. 
Student evaluations for this course were very positive. Professor Cordova extensively involves 
students in his research. Through his Prevention Research and Health Equity Lab, he works with 
students from a number of areas to involve them in highly meaningful community participatory 
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Reviewer D: "If Dr. Cordova were being considered for promotion and tenure at my institution, 
more clarity on how these two focus areas could be reconciled to articulate a clear future 
research trajectory would help to resolve this question of independence." 

Reviewer E: "Based on Dr. Cordova's record to date, I believe he is performing at the associate 
professor level at a top 10 school of social work. Although he is not yet a PI of an NIH gold 
standard ROl grant, his trajectory is well defined and his steady progress is likely to lead him to 
continue successfully securing federal funding to advance his program of research. Based on 
this evaluation, my reading of the tenure criteria at the University of Michigan, and my 
experience and knowledge of the tenure criteria at my home institution ... , I believe that Dr. 
Cordova' s record qualifies him for tenure promotion." 

Reviewer F: "In summary, I enthusiastically endorse David A. Cordova's promotion and 
appointment as Associate Professor at the University of Michigan's School of Social Work." 

Reviewer G: "Based on my participation on the promotions committee and written evaluations 
of faculty research at [my institution] over the past 5 years, Dr. Cordova would clearly meet the 
requirements for promotion." 

Reviewer H: "Yes, Dr. Cordova's work would undoubtedly meet the requirement for tenure and 
promotion at [my institution] based on the quality, quantity and impact of his body of original 
and significant work focusing on important but under researched Latino adolescent and family 
functioning, their contextual assessment, and creatively effective interventions." 

Reviewer I: "I strongly recommend Dr. [Cordova] for both promotion and tenure. He would 
undoubtedly be promoted with tenure at [my institution]." 

Summary of Recommendation: 
Professor Cordova has several highly significant inter-related lines of research that focus on HIV 
prevention and substance use behaviors among adolescents. Professor Cordova is a respected 
and committed instructor and has demonstrated a high level of service to the school, the 
university and the community.
