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This report summarizes the overall trends in research activity across all three campuses of the University of Michigan from July 1 through July
31,2017.

Figure 1 shows that total research expenditures through the first month of fiscal year 2018 are ahead of the previous year by 10 percent. Note that
total research expenditures in fiscal year 2017, which closed on June 30, reached a record high of $1.4 billion.

As shown in Figure 2, the total number of research submissions are behind last year’s pace by 10.8 percent. Figure 3 shows the value of those
submissions are down 6.8 percent compared to July 2016.

Figures 4 and 5 show the number of new research awards are down 5.5 percent, and their value has decreased by 7.3 percent when compared to
the first month of the previous fiscal year.
